DIRECTIONS and HOTELS 
 
FIELD TEST HEADQUARTERS:   
From the South, take the NJ Turnpike to Exit 7A for 195 East. Take the next exit to Rt 526 (Church Road) 
and continue making a right on South Main and a left on Rt 539 (Heigh St Allentown-Davis Station Rd).  
Continue on Rt 539 to the intersection of Collier’s Mills Road.  Make a left and continue into the Wildlife 
Management Area. 
 
From the North, take NJ turnpike Exit 7A for 195 East.  From 195, take Exit 11(Cox Corner) off ramp bear 
right.  At “T”, turn right onto Rt 526.  Take the first left (at Allentown Caging) on to Sharon Station Road.  
At stop sign, turn left on to Rt 539.  Continue through two lights and take the first left after the New Egypt 
Speedway. The entrance to Colliers Mills WMA is at the end of the road.  
 
FIELD TEST HEADQUARTERS FROM HOTELS:   
We suggest making reservations early, as we are near two military bases and Great Adventure. All hotels 
are about 20 minutes from the grounds except as noted. 
 
The Townhouse Motel, Hightstown, N.J. Right out of driveway and left at 2nd light; first left (West Ward 
St); right on Rt 539; 4.3 miles and left of Herbert Road; ½ mile turn right on Sharon Station Rd, thru stop 
sign and 3 traffic lights, past New Egypt Raceway; first left on to Collier’s Mills Road. (609) 448-2400

Turn left out of driveway.  At the end of the road turn left.  Bear right at Diner. In New Egypt, at

Take Rt 206N. At intersection of Rt 528, (at Bank) turn right onto Rt528E for New Egypt.* 
 
Econo Lodge, Bordentown, NJ (609) 298- 5000   
Take Rt 130N.   Get in left lane for “U” turn (2/10th mile. Take jug-handle for Rt 528 E to New Egypt. *

*In New Egypt, just after gas station, there is a small bridge.  Turn right after bridge onto
